BACKGROUND INFORMATION
About kids & migrant family
These kids are from the immigrant families from all over the country.  Some of them are still new comers here, while others have been staying Shanghai for a long time.  A girl from Yibing, Sichuan, told me that she can to Shanghai at 3, and comes back home every 4 for 5 years.  Some of the families are having financial problems while others are relatively better.  I talked to a tall boy from Anhui Province.  His mother who works for the a university teacher and his father works in a bank.  Judging from his clothes and behaviors, one might think of him to be quite well of.  Once, he even talked about having dinner in the Pizza Hunt.  I asked about the financial situation of his family.  A boy at the side told me that he was “well off”.  I also asked why he choose this school, he said that he just missed the enrolling time of public school.  Actually, a considerable part of the kids’ parents are among the elite of the immigrant workers.  However, they are so obsessive about making money that the kids get little attention and care from their parents.  They don’t have even the quantity time, and somehow cultivate the kids to be more apathetic and independent  then their counterpart in public schools.  I observe that they tend to be more reserved and sadly a large number of them lag behind in terms of interpersonal skill, which I assume should be contribute to lacking in communication among family members.
About school
The school is located in a rather narrow alley in their residential area.  It conceal itself well among the broken hunts and retail stores.  Dirty.  Every thing is covered in filth.  Some young man came out from inside look quite like the bullies in streets.  However, the teaching building is better than my expectation.  The glasses are bright although gauzy.  Desks and chairs are in good repair.  The kids told me that they have computers and have a computer class every week.  They are not allowed to touch the computers after class.  There is also a little library, a really tiny one with equally limited books.  Their school is so small that they do not even have a playground.  For the boys, it has always been so discouraged to not have the chance of playing basketball on their own campus.  Yet, the kids all agree that their teachers are most great ones.  They are kind to them and with the sense of responsibility.  For compulsory classes, theirs is just the same as their counterpart in public school.  But for arts and extra-curriculum activities, they have none.  A little boy told me that he is going back home to finish his middle school.  His parents believed the local school in their hometown is better both in terms of pedagogical quality management.

   We visited Shanghai Museum with the company of our teacher and volunteers this Saturday.

These edifices stood for prosperity and high-development since it’s totally different from the buildings that they often saw near the school. Many children had seen the museum outside, but no one had entered. When I asked them what they expected to see in the museum, they discussed lively. “About Chinese history, such as bronze and pottery.”  They confessed their lack of historical knowledge which was only taught in history class, so they expected to see many what they haven’t seen before and gain more knowledge.
   After the activity, we asked the children their feelings. They all thought it had great significance and expected more such activities. At the other hand, some children suggested we develop activities which were closer to their cognition. From my standpoint, I think Shanghai Library, super bookshop and botanical garden are all good choices.    The kids are so happy.  I am happy, too.  At that moment, the world has turned into every euphoric song, every melodious face.
   For every average in the public school, such a tour might be nothing.  But for them, here is just the heaven. 
   As for the feedback, I talked with the teacher from the school.  Senior as he is, he is so passionate for this kind of program for the kids.  All these, help to evidence and concretize the beauties of life he has always tried to depict for his students, yet with no success.  History now is no longer dull bookish details, but vivid and friendly.  
   These kids, he said, have no extra curriculum activities per se.  All they did out of class is helping out for their parents or watching soap shows on TV.  Living at the edge, they never take advantage of all the cultural and humanity resources possessed by the big city.  In stead, they are shut down in their little world both by the limited income and the limited idea about pedagogy of their parents.  Their parents are just so worried that they might get “polluted” once into the tough real world.
   Give the kids an opportunity, a window to the world.
